President McBride called the public meeting to order at 7:00 p.m.  Present were:

Also present were Police Chief Ammons, Solicitor J. Stephen Feinour, Mayor Lou Thieblemont, 
Borough Manager Gary M. Kline and Borough Secretary Anne Shambaugh.   
 

MINUTES 
 
The minutes of the February 11, 2009 regular council meeting were presented. 
 

• Motion made by Mr. Weber, seconded by Ms. Donahue, to approve the minutes of the 
regular council meeting of February 11, 2009.  Motion passed unanimously with Messrs. 
McBride and Buell abstaining from the vote. 

 
MAYOR’S REPORT 

 
The Mayor discussed the proposed improvements to the Willow Park Plaza.  He stated the work 
has begun and requested the citizens of the Borough work together to support the project through 
volunteering their time and resources. 
 
He stated some money has been raised and the Borough is paying a portion of the costs but there 
is a need to raise additional monies.  He asked those who are interested in donating money or 
time and resources to contact one of the following: Clyde McGeary, Matt Best, Gary Kline or 
himself. 
 
Mr. McBride thanked Mr. McLemore for overseeing the February meeting in his absence.  
 
 
 
 



PUBLIC COMMENT 
 
• Ms. Dina Bakeman, 10 S 17th Street, stated she had a fire the morning of February 25, 2009 

and is requesting a waiver of her sewer bill on the property since it is uninhabitable.  Mr. 
McBride referred this request to the Health and Sanitation committee for review. 

• Mr. Anthony Amadore, Carlisle, PA, introduced himself as a member of the Cumberland 
County Economic Development Office in Hershey.  He stated they are interested in working 
with various businesses to promote programs available in the communities.  Mr. McBride 
welcomed him to the community. 

• Jim Goldsmith stated he was speaking on behalf of the realtors following last month’s 
meeting to discuss the two (2) ordinances being voted on this evening.  He reiterated there 
are better ways to accomplish what the Borough would like to achieve from the ordinances.   
There was extensive discussion regarding the ordinances and what the Borough is trying to 
accomplish with them. 

• Sherry Purcell stated she has spoken to several local lenders and mortgage brokers and 
believes these ordinances could hinder the selling process.   

• Dan Piscioneri, Vista Circle, encouraged Council to table a vote on the ordinances until a 
later date.   

• Susan Pickford, 2627 Chestnut Street, provided an update on the Chloramine issue.  She 
stated there are more cases coming to light regarding the lead-blood levels which contradicts 
what PA American Water is telling its customers.  She stated they have filed a petition to the 
PA Supreme Court in conjunction with several other groups and will keep Council posted on 
the outcome. 

• Jessica Regan, 305 Deanhurst Avenue, asked what the cost for the sewer lateral inspection 
would be.  She also asked how long the homeowner would have to comply with the 
inspection and subsequent repairs.  Mr. McBride stated the cost could be approximately $100 
for the inspection and the work would need to be completed within 60 days. 

• Rick Trynoski, 249 N 19th Street, stated he is in support of naming the Borough gardens after 
William Bottonari.  He stated there were more than 300 signatures in support of this effort 
and he is in favor.  He stated Mr. Bottonari always spoke his mind even when the opinion 
was not favorable. 

• Dan Danino, Maple Road, stated he agreed the gardens should be named after Mr. Bottonari 
because he always put the country and community ahead of himself. 

 
PLANNING & ZONING 

 
Mr. Sledzinski stated the monthly report is in your packet. 
 
Mr. Sledzinski recommended not taking any action on the Sewer Later Inspection and 
Sidewalk/Curbing Inspection Ordinances at this time.  He stated he met with several area realtors 
and would like to continue the discussions. 
 

• Motion made by Mr. Sledzinski, seconded by Mr. Buell, to not take any action on the 
Ordinances.  After a brief discussion, motion passed unanimously. 

 
 



Mr. Sledzinski presented the Penn DOT application for Flashing Warning Devices for the 
Eisenhower School project.  Mr. Marc Kurowski explained where the devices would be located 
(just south of the N 21st Street intersection with the bypass and just north of the Arlington Street 
intersection with N 21st Street).  Mr. Kline stated these locations are in conjunction with the 
Traffic Impact Study prepared for this project. 
 

• Motion made by Mr. McLemore, seconded by Mr. Sledzinski, to approve the Penn DOT 
application for Flashing Warning Devices for the Eisenhower School project.  Motion 
passed unanimously. 

 
Mr. McLemore stated he would like Council to consider the installation of a crosswalk near 
Trinity Lutheran Church across Market Street.  Mr. McBride referred this request to the Public 
Safety Committee for review and approval. 
 

INFRASTRUCTURE 
 
Mr. Kline presented the engineer’s report. 
 
Mr. Charlie Suhr and Mr. Gerald Robinson spoke regarding the storm water culvert at 2815 
Fairview Road.  Mr. Feinour reported on his review of the issue. 
 
Mr. Suhr stated Mr. Robinson would like to establish a maintenance agreement and schedule 
with the Borough.  At this time, there are no documents or easements regarding the property and 
the storm water area.   
 
There was extensive discussion between Mr. Suhr, Mr. Robinson and the members of Council 
regarding ownership of the culvert, previous maintenance performed on the culvert as well as the 
potential liability of maintaining the culvert.  Mr. Buell made a motion to continue discussions 
with Mr. Robinson and to take over maintenance of the culvert but the motion did not get a 
second.   
 
Additional discussion continued regarding previous maintenance and the extensive damage to 
the Robinson’s property because the culvert is filled with debris and other items. 
 

• Motion made by Mr. McBride, seconded by Mr. Sledzinski, for the Borough to take no 
action on this matter at this time.  Mr. McBride stated Mr. Sur could present a proposal 
for a maintenance agreement to Mr. Feinour to be reviewed and considered by Council.  
Motion passed 5-2 with Mr. Buell and Mr. Edwards voting no. 

 
PERSONNEL, POLICIES and PROCEDURES 

 
Mr. McLemore stated there has been a vacancy on the Market Street Design Review Board for 
several months.  The committee reviewed the resumes received and recommends Mr. Dave 
Reager. 
 



• Motion made by Mr. McLemore, seconded by Mr. Weber, to appoint Mr. Dave Reager to 
the Market Street Design Review Board for a term of two (2) years.  Motion passed 
unanimously. 

 
TECHNOLOGY 

 
Mr. Weber stated there was a great article in the newsletter regarding the infrastructure 
programs.  He stated borough staff will continue to update the website to reflect the projects as 
they progress. 
 

PARKS and RECREATION 
 
Mr. Edwards presented the monthly report to Council. 
 
Mr. Edwards stated he and Mr. Kline attended the annual PRPS conference on Monday, March 9 
at the Hershey Lodge.  He stated Ms. Logar was a co-chair of the event and congratulated her on 
a job well done. 
 
Mr. Edwards stated the committee met to review the request to name the Public Gardens after 
Bill Bottonari.  The committee spoke with surrounding municipalities for ideas.  He stated in the 
past Council has presented proclamations to individuals they wanted to honor. 
 

• Motion made by Mr. Edwards, seconded by Mr. Buell, to place a memorial tree in 
Willow Park in honor of Mr. Bottonari. 

 
Mr. Weber requested an amendment stating hundreds of residents signed a petition to 
name the gardens after him and requested the motion be amended to name the gardens 
after him.  Mr. Edwards did not accept the amendment.  After further discussion, motion 
passed 6-1 with Mr. McLemore voting no. 

 
• Motion made by Mr. Weber, seconded by Mr. Sledzinski, to name the gardens after Mr. 

Bottonari and asking the Vo-Tech school to create a sign.  Motion passed 4-3 with Mr. 
Buell, Mr. Edwards and Ms. Donahue voting no. 

 
Mr. McBride asked Council to continue to support the Toys for Tots parade.   
 

• Motion made by Mr. McLemore, seconded by Mr. Edwards, to write to the Toys for Tots 
organization and request they stay in Camp Hill Borough for their Holiday parade.  
Motion passed unanimously. 

 
PUBLIC WORKS 

 
Mr. Weber presented the monthly report to Council. 
 
Mr. Weber stated Public Works has replaced the pipe in Willow Park and would like to give 
them special thanks for a job well done. 



FINANCE 
 

Ms. Donahue presented vouchers in the amount of $374,866.74 for payment. 
 

• Motion made by Ms. Donahue, seconded by Mr. Sledzinski, to pay vouchers in the 
amount of $374,866.74.  Motion passed unanimously. 

 
GENERAL GOVERNMENT 

 
Mr. McLemore read the monthly meeting announcements. 
 

HEALTH and SANITATION 
 
Mr. Buell presented the monthly report to Council. 
 
Mr. Buell stated an update on the waste water treatment plant was included under Section 8, item 
4 of the engineer’s report. 
 
He stated he would like to schedule and advertise a Town Hall meeting to discuss the options for 
the new Waste Water Treatment Plant. 
 

• Motion made by Mr. Buell, seconded by Mr. McLemore, to host a Town Hall meeting to 
include Camp Hill, Lemoyne, and Wormleysburg.  After a brief discussion, motion 
passed unanimously. 

 
Mr. Malarich stated as part of the Underpass project the 27th Street underpass would be closed 
thru summer with an alternate walking route and temporary crossing at Country Club Road.  
Chief Ammons expressed concern over this and asked for additional information regarding any 
barriers, signage, etc. that will be used. 
 

MANAGER’S REPORT 
 

Mr. Kline presented the Treasurer’s report for January 2009 detailing all financial transactions 
for that time period. 
 
Mr. Kline requested approval for Ms. Ina Lush to sell her cemetery plot to Mr. James Miller. 
 

• Motion made by Mr. McLemore, seconded by Mr. Buell, for Ms. Lush to sell her 
cemetery plot to Mr. James Miller.  Motion passed unanimously. 

 
Mr. Kline requested approval for the Borough to participate with the Capital Region COG to 
negotiate a Cable Franchise Agreement with Comcast. 
 

• Motion made by Mr. Buell, seconded by Mr. Weber, for the Borough to participate with 
the Capital Region COG to negotiate a Cable Franchise Agreement with Comcast.  
Motion passed unanimously. 



 
Mr. Kline requested approval of the contract between the Humane Society and the Borough of 
Camp Hill.  He explained the Borough pursued other options that did not work out. 
 

• Motion made by Mr. Buell, seconded by Mr. Edwards, to approve the contract between 
the Humane Society and the Borough.  Motion passed unanimously. 

 
Mr. Kline requested permission to pursue a Treevitalize Grant through DCNR in the amount of 
$25,000. 
 

• Motion made by Mr. McLemore, seconded by Mr. Weber, to pursue a Treevitalize grant 
through DCNR in the amount of $25,000.  Motion passed unanimously. 

 
PUBLIC SAFETY 

 
The Mayor stated the monthly report for the Police department is in your packet.  
 
Mr. McBride stated the monthly report for the Fire department is in your packet. 
 
Chief Ammons requested approval to advertise for an entry-level police officer position.  He 
stated Officer Cornelius would be on military leave for approximately 9 months and they need 
another officer to cover the shifts.  Chief Ammons also requested approval to apply for a federal 
grant to pay for the position for up to 3 years. 
 

• Motion made by Mr. McBride, seconded by Mr. Buell to advertise for an entry-level 
police officer position.  Motion passed unanimously. 

 
• Motion made by Mr. McBride, seconded by Mr. Sledzinski, for the police department to 

pursue a federal grant to pay for salaries.  Motion passed unanimously. 
 
Mr. Weber inquired about the placement of a stop sign at the corner of 29th Street and Chestnut 
creating a 3-way stop.  Mr. McBride referred this request to the Public Safety Committee for 
review. 
 

PUBLIC COMMENT 
 
• Anne Marie Smith, 2124 Market Street, thanked Mr. Weber  and council for naming the 

gardens after Mr. Bottonari. 
• Krit Charlton, 845 Lynnewood Avenue, stated the Shimmels built the house at 2815 Fairview
