Mr. McLemore requested approval for Utility Services Group to televise the sewer mains and 
laterals in conjunction with the 2011 paving schedule. 
 

• Motion made by Mr. Guerin, seconded by Mr. Sledzinski, to approve Utility Services 
Group to televise the sewer mains and laterals in conjunction with the 2011 paving 
schedule.  Motion passed unanimously. 

 
• Motion made by Mr. Sledzinski, seconded by Mr. Guerin, to approve payment to Pennsy 

Supply in the amount of $266,590.31 for paving work completed through June 20, 2010 
in conjunction with the 2010 paving project.  Motion passed unanimously.

by the Camp Hill High School band on Friday, August 6 between 5 and 8:30 p.m. for 
their end of camp party.  Motion passed unanimously. 

 
• Motion made by Mr. Edwards, seconded by Mr. Guerin, to approve the use of Prosser 

Hall on June 3 – 5, 2011 for the Plein Air Arts Festival.  Motion passed unanimously. 
 

• Motion made by Mr. Edwards, seconded by Mr. Robelen, to approve a banner to hang 
across Market Street for the “Gifts That Give Hope” organization between November 22 
and December 6, 2010.  After a brief discussion, motion passed unanimously.
