Borough Manager Report

January 2019

Public Safety

The Borough Public Safety committee gave direction to staff to improve the intersection of 26'" and
Chestnut by putting in a temporary stop sign at the district’s request. Sam will be working to pain
some additional parking lines as well. The Chief and Sam will work together to ensure what is
constructed makes the most sense.

The committee was also updated on a project being conducted by the administrative office related
to the municipal parking lots. Tags of owners are being recorded and individuals are going to be
contracted to remove their cars. We have too many people using the municipal parking lot for tenant
parking. We will contact each property owner and discuss this with them. We are going to install
signs that make it clear who can park in the lot and when. This should help with our downtown
improvements as we can clearly state there is close public parking to the downtown. We have
people using our lot as a place to stage their personal business equipment and sometimes the first
responders don’t have anywhere to park to fight a fire. The committee agreed with this direction and
Sam, Chris, John and | are working to contact each owner and construct the signs.

Public Works

The public works committee will need to meet in January or February to discuss the compost site
improvements. [ would like to keep this project on schedule. | will work to get the final design done
and provide the information to the committee before we go to bid on this project.

Finance

The competitive RFP process for new line of credit done back in November 2018 that selected S&T
Bank (lowest bid) has settled. The Borough now has funding available for projects identified in the
budget. As we move through the projects and get final bids, we will make draws on the loan asfif
needed.



Planning and Zoning

Many of the ordinances that have been drafted are currently with legal review as well as waiting
planning commission review. The Chick Fil-A development plan has slowed this ordinance review but
[ have talked to the Chair and she plans on discussing with the Planning Commission holding an extra
meeting a month to ensure that we continue to focus on other things than the Chick Filoa plan as
business must continue to get done.

Community and Business Relations

Mary Beth’s Report is in your packet. We received some grant money for the streetscape project but
I am not totally aware of the amount. | have heard rumors but | choose not to disburse them at this
time as 1 don’t know if they are correct. The committee will need to meet to continue to discuss the
Borough grant facade program as well as an outline of how the Borough will be handling several
issues related to the Market Street streetscape plan. | will attempt to have this committee meet
frequently as there is a lot of work to do.

I have included in dropbox a copy of the Borough’s draft Walking and Biking plan for your review. If
you need a hard copy please let me know.

Recreation

There are several items listed in the packet. Please review the entirety of Audrey’s packet.
Audrey is seeking a summary intern. Please disburse that information to anyone that would be
interested.

The outline and timeline for the Park construction is as follows:

1. The Borough is currently having HRG do the engineering design work for the parks. This will be
used for the creation of the bid documents.

2. The final schematics will be placed on the website and in the Borough office after our Council

meeting in January.

Borough Council will vote publically on the two plans in February.

Borough Council will vote to advertise the bid documents in March

Borough Council will vote to approve the low bidder in April.

We begin construction soon after.

The following summarizes our recent engineering activities performed on behalf of the Borough of Camp Hill
(Borough) during the period of December 13, 2018 to January 4, 2019:

Subdivision & Land Development Reviews (HRG Project No. 002602.0427)

A. Chic-Fil-A
1. HRG performed a review of the proposed sanitary sewer facilities for the development and met
with the Borough's Staff on January 2™ to review comments on the sanitary sewer design. All
other elements of the project are being reviewed by Gannett Fleming.
2. We have received a Sewage Facilities Planning Module Application Mailer for the project which is

currently under review.

Wastewater Engineering Services (HRG Project No, 002602.0428)

A. 2017 Sanitary Sewer Cleaning & Inspection Project (USG Contract)

1. HRG has received the CCTV inspection videcs and manhole inspection reports for all work
recently completed by USG in the Spangler Road right-of-way and the other areas of the Borough
where sanitary sewer problems were reported by the Public Works staff. We are reviewing the
videos to finalize recommended sewer repair projects for 2019.

2. Application for Payment No. 4 in the amount of $31,606.51 has been received from USG, Inc. and
is recommended for Council approval. Please see attached Application for Payment No. 4.
3. HRG has received a letter from USG requesting modification to the Contract Times for future

Work Orders issued under this Contract. We have met with the Borough's Staff to review this
request and will be issuing formal correspondence in response indicating that the Borough will
keep the Contract Times as included in the Agreement.

B. Pump Stations Improvements Project

1. Work at the Athol Street Pump Station is expected to begin in January 2019. We have scheduled
a job conference with the contractors and Borough Staff for Tuesday January 8, 2018.
2, HRG is currently reviewing materials submittals received from the contractors. We have also

reviewed and approved Operation and Maintenance (O&M) Manuals for the new pump station
equipment which were supplied by Envirep/TLC.

Both officers within the Code Enforcement Division would like
to take a moment to thank the Borough Council as well as the
Borough Staff for their continued support of the Code
Enforcement Division.
